Consideration of a Temporary Street Closure on Melvil Street between Washington Boulevard and the Alleyway Immediately to the North to Support Expanded Outdoor Dining and Retail.

WHEN:       Wednesday, September 23, 2020 – 5:30 PM

WHERE:     Via Video Conference (see details below) 

WHAT: 	On August 24, 2020, the City Council considered temporary lane closures along westbound Washington Boulevard between La Cienega Avenue and La Cienega Boulevard and a temporary street closure on Hargis Street between Washington Boulevard and the alleyway to provide area for expanded outdoor dining and services to support businesses during the COVID-19 pandemic. During the discussion, the Council asked staff to consider closing Melvil Street as an alternative to Hargis Street due to accessibility issues relative to a local school. The community meeting will be held to discuss a potential street closure on Melvil Street between Washington Boulevard and the alleyway immediately to the north.
