Council based on specific tasks or duties approved by the City Council, which include, but
are not limited to review of the revenues and expenditures of sales tax Measure Y, Measure
CW, and Measure C funds consistent with the City Council Adopted Budget; methods
through which the City can reduce expenditures; and methods o increase or diversify City
revenues.

The FAC is composed of up to nine () members appointed by the City Council, consisting of:
up to three (3) Culver City residents; up to three (3) members of the Culver City business
community; up to two (2) labor representatives; and one (1) representative of the Culver City
Unified School District (CCUSD).
